Peter’s Journey to “The Sin”
Text:  Luke 22:31-61

I. Introduction:  When we think of “Peter’s Sin” … we think of the DENIAL of Christ three times.  Peter was, like us, guilty of many sins, but the one of 3 denials of Christ is “The Sin” we think of.
Let’s think of “The Sin” in our lives.  We all have one (or more)!

But “The Sin” didn’t “Just Happen” as is true in our lives.  There are some truths that exist BEFORE “The Sin”.  The same things in Peter’s life that led to “The Sin” often are the SAME things that lead to our sins!  

If we can CURB these things … we can avoid “The Sin”!

But even when we commit “The Sin” … there are things that happened to Peter AFTER “The Sin”.  

II. 1.  Peter was OVER CONFIDENT
Verse 33 – “I am ready to go with thee, both into prison, and to death.”

“18Pride goeth before destruction, and an haughty spirit before a fall. Proverbs 16:18
2. Peter was SLEEPING

Verse 45 – “And when he rose up from prayer, and was come to his disciples, he 

         found them sleeping for sorrow,”  

“6Go to the ant, thou sluggard; consider her ways, and be wise: 7Which having no guide, overseer, or ruler, 8Provideth her meat in the summer, and gathereth her food in the harvest. 9How long wilt thou sleep, O sluggard? when wilt thou arise out of thy sleep? 10Yet a little sleep, a little slumber, a little folding of the hands to sleep: 11So shall thy poverty come as one that travelleth, and thy want as an armed man.”  Proverbs 6:6-11
 “14Wherefore he saith, Awake thou that sleepest, and arise from the dead, and Christ shall give thee light.”  Ephesians 5:14
 “11And that, knowing the time, that now it is high time to awake out of sleep: for now is our salvation nearer than when we believed. 12The night is far spent,  the day is at hand: let us therefore cast off the works of darkness, and let us put on the armour of light.”  Romans 13:11
3. Peter was IMPULSIVE (Anger problem)

Verse 50 -  “And one of them smote the servant of the high priest, and cut off his 

       right ear.”  (That was Peter)

       “5And beside this, giving all diligence, add to your faith virtue; and to 

      virtue knowledge; 6And to knowledge temperance; and to  

      temperance patience; and to patience godliness;”  II Peter 1:5-6  

      PETER SAID THIS!!!!!  He KNOWS how important 

      TEMPERANCE is!



     “19Wherefore, my beloved brethren, let every man be swift to hear, 

     slow to speak, slow to wrath: 20For the wrath of man worketh not the 

     righteousness of God.”  James 1:19-20
4. Peter FOLLOWED FROM AFAR

Verse 54 – “… And Peter followed from afar off”


“13Wherefore the Lord said, Forasmuch as this people draw near me with 

their mouth, and with their lips do honour me, but have removed their heart far from me, and their fear toward me is taught by the precept of men;”  Isaiah 29:13
“22Let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our bodies washed with pure water.”   Hebrews 10:22

5. Peter SAT AMONG THEM
Verse 55 – “… Peter sat down among them”

“17Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the 

Lord, and touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you, 18And will be a Father unto you, and ye shall be my sons and daughters, saith the Lord Almighty.”  II Corinthians 6:17-18 

VERSES 57-60   -  “THE SIN”   Denied Jesus THREE TIMES and the Cock crew!

III. What happened AFTER “The Sin”?
Verse 61 -  Peter REMEMBERED THE WORD of the Lord when He looked at him

      “And the Lord turned, and looked upon Peter. And Peter REMEMBERED 
        the Word of the Lord …”

      “12And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were 

       opened: and another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the dead 

       were judged out of those things which were written in the books, 

       according to their works.”  The Revelation 20:12
Verse 62 – Peter WEPT BITTERLY


      “And Peter went out, and wept bitterly.”


      “37Now when they heard this, they were pricked in their heart, and said unto 

      Peter and to the rest of the apostles, Men and brethren, what shall we do?”  

      Acts 2:37
Peter was PUT BACK TO WORK 

John 21:15 and following Jesus tells Peter to “FEED MY SHEEP” … Get back to the WORK God has called you to do … “Strengthen the BRETHEREN”  … and Peter DID!!!!
IV.  CONCLUSION:
 Peter made it back!  He WANTED to get back toWORK for Christ!  Do you?
After “The Sin” is the RETURN … but not everyone returns … remember Judas? 

He killed himself!    What will be OUR RESPONSE?
